Stratford is well-connected to major North American markets 
through an established network of regional and provincial high-
ways. The MacDonald-Cartier Freeway (Highway 401) offers 
express, toll-free delivery of products throughout southern On-
tario, with links into the northeastern and midwest United States. 
Highway 7/8 offers a four-lane connection to Highway 401 and 
the easterly markets of Kitchener-Waterloo-Cambridge, while 
Highway 7 connects Stratford to London, Highway 402 and loca-
tions to the west. Other major highways servicing Stratford and 
area include provincial Highways 8 to Goderich and 59 to Wood-
stock, plus County Roads 113 to London. Stratford’s linkages to 
major transportation arteries allow local companies to thrive in 
a just-in-time environment. Many of Stratford’s manufacturing 
industries have just-in-time delivery systems in place.

Municipal Buses

Stratford Transit provides a convenient and affordable  
alternative to driving within the City. There are 6 regularly  
scheduled transit routes within the City and the frequency of 
pickup is every 30 minutes. Passes and schedules are available 
through the Stratford Transit office at 60 Corcoran Street, and  
City Hall. Buses operate Monday through Friday from 6:00 a.m. 
until 9:30 p.m. and Saturdays from 6:00 a.m. until 7:30 p.m.
